DISCIPLESHIP – SIN & VICTORY OVER SIN
INTRODUCTION:  

· What is the most interesting (or bizarre) rationalization you have heard for a particular sin?  
TRAINING OBJECTIVE.  To show what the Bible says about sin, its implications and consequences, and how to live in victory over sin.   

SCRIPTURE PASSAGES

· What lessons can we learn from the Bible’s first recorded sin? Genesis 3:1-19
· What are the leadership implications of sin’s consequences as demonstrated by Aaron and the golden calf incident?  Exodus 32:21-35
· How do the following verses illustrate how God views sin:
· Joshua 7:11-26

· Romans 6:23

· Acts 5:1-11

· What role does temptation play in sin?  James 1:13-15
· Of all the ‘acts of the sinful nature’ listed in Galatians 5:19-21, which are men most vulnerable to?  How can we keep from falling prey to these sins?  Psalm 101:3; James 4:6-8
· How does unconfessed sin impact our relationship with God?  Psalm 32:3-4

· How does sincere confession of our sin impact our relationship with God?  1 John 1:9; Psalm 51:7-13
· How do the following enable us to achieve victory over sin?

· God’s forgiveness (Isaiah 43:25; Psalm 103:12)

· Proper focus (Hebrews 12:1-4)

· Resisting temptation (1 Corinthians 10:13)

· Humility and submission (Hebrews 4:14-16)

· The Holy Spirit (Galatians 6:16-26)

EVALUATION/APPLICATION

· Spend some time alone with God and conduct a spiritual inventory, using Psalm 139:23-24 as a guide: “Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting”.  Confess any sins to Him, and ask for His help in living a victorious life over sin.  Thank Him for previous victories you have enjoyed.
· Who is someone this week you can help in their struggle against sin?  Who can help you?
