Satan has various attack methods. He will attempt to exterminate your faith. He wants to overthrow your confidence in God. He wants you to think negatively about God. He wants you to doubt the power of God. He thrives for us to be skeptical about God and His authority. Satan is not interested in what God has done or what He can do. He is not interested in what He has said or has not said. He simply wants us to doubt that God said what He said, and doubt that God had done all He has done. Satan wants to fill our hearts with questions about God and our minds with suspicion about God. He thrives to cause us to distrust God’s love as he misrepresents God to us. So we must recognize him for what he is and understand what he is doing - Satan is just doing his job.  
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
