· How was he able to stay focused and not compromise his integrity?
· What can we learn from Joseph regarding integrity?
Read Daniel 1:1-21

· How was Daniel able to maintain his integrity under pressure?
· What can we learn from Daniel regarding integrity?
Read Psalm 15

· What do you find encouraging about these verses?
· What do you find challenging?
· What can help us put these verses into practice?
