DISCIPLESHIP - GOD’S SOVEREIGNTY 
INTRODUCTION:  

· Why do you think some people struggle with the concept of God’s sovereignty?  What is it?

TRAINING OBJECTIVE. To show that God is in complete control of the heavens and the earth and as a result, we can trust in His perfect plan for our lives 

SCRIPTURE PASSAGES

Note:  The book of Job is an excellent example of the profound mysteries associated with God’s sovereignty, particularly during times of crisis and suffering.  Although Job is described as ‘blameless and upright’ who ‘feared God and shunned evil’ (Job 1:1), God allowed him to be tormented by Satan.  Yet God remained sovereign over Job’s situation.  

Read Job 1:6-22; 42:1-17
· Why do you think God allowed Satan to torment Job?
· What do we learn about Job’s attitude toward God from Job 1:21 and 42:1-6?
· Who is someone you know that has demonstrated a similar attitude toward God during a time of crisis and/or extreme adversity?  
· What ultimately happened to Job? 
· What lessons do we learn about God’s sovereignty from the book of Job?
Note:  God is never explicitly mentioned in the book of Esther.  However, we see His sovereign plan unfold throughout the story as He orchestrates events that prevent the destruction of the Jews.  

Read Esther 2:19-23; 4:6-17; 9:18-28 
· How do we see God’s sovereignty demonstrated in these verses?

· Share a time when a “coincidence” was really a demonstration of God’s sovereignty in your life?

Read Jeremiah 29:11-13 and Romans 8:28

· How are these verses both a reminder and a source of comfort regarding God’s sovereignty?
· When has Romans 8:28 been particularly meaningful to you?
EVALUATION/APPLICATION

· What is a new standard or conviction you have gained about God’s sovereignty?
From a human standpoint, it is impossible to understand the many puzzles of life.  But if you let God direct you, He will help you place your puzzle piece in the right place.  He is not only big enough to see the whole picture, He created it.  We can see part of the picture of where God is taking history by reading the Bible.  God gives us clues as to what His purposes are for us.  In His sovereignty, He will fulfill all He has promised in His Word.
