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Matthew: The Transfiguration
INTRODUCTION

· What is the most spectacular event you have ever witnessed?
EXPLORATION
Read Matthew 17:1-13 (Mark 9:2-13 & Luke 9:28-36)
Note:  Moses is the great representative of Jewish law and Elijah is the great prophet promised as the forerunner of the Messiah.  The ministry of the prophets and the law ended with John the Baptist.  (Neighborhood Bible Study)  The disciples represent individuals who will be present in physical bodies.  Moses represents those who are saved that have died or will die.  Elijah represents saved individuals who will not experience death, but will be caught up to heaven alive. 1 Ths 4:17 (Bible Knowledge Commentary)
· Six days after Peter’s confession of Jesus what did He reveal to them?
· Who else appeared & began to talk to Jesus? Why are they significant? (Matt 11:13)
· What do you think prompted Peter to build a booth for each of them? (Lev 23:42, Ex 27:21)
· How do you suppose you would have reacted if you had witnessed the Transfiguration of Christ?
· Explain what happened while Peter was still speaking and making his plan. (Ex 13:21, 19:16)
· What was the disciples’ response to this event?  What did Jesus do?

· What did Jesus say to the disciples as they were coming down the mountain?  (v. 9) Why?
· How did Jesus answer the questions of the disciples relating to Elijah?

· How might seeing Jesus Christ in all His glory motivate us to obey Him more completely?  

Read Matthew 17:14-23* (Mark 8:14-32 & Luke 9:37-45)
· What did Jesus and the three disciples encounter when they came down from the mountain? 

· What accusation did the man make of Jesus’ disciples and how did Jesus respond? 

· What private conversation did Jesus have with the disciples about that event?
· What proclamation did Jesus make to the disciples as they gathered in Galilee? (Vv.22-23)
Read Matthew 17:24-27 
· How did Jesus handle the tax collector’s question about the temple tax?  (Exodus 30:11-16)

APPLICATION
· What can you do to give Jesus Christ the glory He deserves this week?
· What difficult task or request are you willing to allow Jesus to accomplish for you this week?
