INTRODUCTION:  

· The first time you heard the term “The Holy Spirit” what impressions went through your mind then and what are they now?  
TRAINING OBJECTIVE.  To help believer understand who the Holy Spirit is, what the scriptures says about Him and how we can be empowered by Him.

· How can the effects of Ephesians 4:29-32 affect our relationship with the Spirit? 
· What can we expect when we are controlled by the Spirit? Galatians 5:16, 25; Ephesians 5:19-21
EVALUATION/APPLICATIOIN
· Have I surrendered control of my life to Jesus Christ?  ( Romans 12:1-2)

· Have I confessed my sins (1 John 1:9) so as not to grieve the Spirit (Ephesians 4:30)?
· Do I want to be filled or empowered by the Holy Spirit?  (John 7:37-39) 
· Have I obeyed God’s command (Ephesians 5:18) and claimed His promise? (1 John 5:14-15)
· What will you do this week to ensure you are consistently walking by the Spirit of God?

Another reason why it is difficult to understand the Holy Spirit is that He is a shy, reticent, self-effacing spirit. Unlike us, He finds no pleasure in drawing attention to Himself…. Too much publicity embarrasses Him.  Instead, His chief ministry is to bear witness to both the Father and the Son.  It is He who causes us in prayer to say, “Abba father,” and it is He who enables us to confess, “Jesus is Lord.” 
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
