· How would you compare Judas’s betrayal to Peter’s denial of Jesus?
· How can we avoid or break out of a downward spiral of sin, guilt, depression, more sin, and etc.?
· How can we effectively minister to someone else who is feeling extremely guilty and depressed?
Read Matthew 27:11-26 (Mark 15:2-15; Luke 23:2, 3, 18-25; John 18:29-19:16)
· How did Jesus answer the Jews when they made accusations against Him? (v. 12)

· What did Pilate think of Christ’s silence? (vv. 13-14)

· What did the crowd ask Pilate to do to Christ? (v. 22)

· How did Pilate attempt to evade any responsibility in the condemnation of Jesus? (v. 24)

· How should we react when people are saying mean and untrue things about us?

Read Matthew 27:27-31 (Mark 15:16-20)
· Who took charge of the flogging and crucifixion of Jesus? (vv. 26-27)

· Where did the guards take Jesus? Why? (vv. 27-28)

· Once they had Jesus inside, what did the guards do? (vv. 27-31)
· Why did Christ put up with torture when He could have destroyed all His attackers?
· In what ways does evil become easier to justify when many people are doing it?
· What can Christians do to resist the tendency for evil to spread once it becomes common?
APPLICATION
· How can you prepare yourself for the next time you have an opportunity to defend an innocent

person?
