APPLICATION
· Every time you look in a mirror this week, ask yourself:  “How is my life reflecting the Gospel to a lost and dying world”.  

· When you see a police car or hear a siren this week, ask yourself:  “If I was arrested and charged with being a Christian, would there be enough evidence to convict me”?

God has summoned each Christian to be a witness of what he has “seen and heard” (1 John 1:3).  Witnessing is a style of living – you are a witness at all times.  You witness by your life.  Actions are often more revealing than words.  Your actions, however, are not sufficient to communicate to another the message of the Gospel of Christ.  You also need to witness by your words – to identify openly with Jesus Christ and speak to others the message of how man can be reconciled to God.  One very effective means of communicating to another person is the story of how God has worked in your life.
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
