OBSERVATION/INTERPRETATION

Note: From David’s “retirement party” (1 Chron 28:1) speech we learn about four areas of special interest:  the temple, Solomon, the Lord and the people.
Read 1 Chronicles 28:2-8
1. What unfulfilled dream did David express? 
2. Rather than focus on what God did not allow him to do, he talks about what God allowed him to do.  What was that?  What’s the lesson for us? 
Read 1 Chronicles 28:9-12, 20;  1 Chr 29:1
3. What advice did David pass along to Solomon?

4. How did David’s life reinforce (or not) the advice he was giving his son?

5. Why is it important for dad’s to model their advice?
Read 1 Chronicles 29:10-16
6. How does David express his praise and thanksgiving to God?

7. Even though David was surrounded by limitless riches, he was not trapped by materialism.  How do these verses show David’s heart as it relates to wealth?  Why is that an important lesson to pass to Solomon (& us)?
Read 1 Chronicles 29:20-28.
8. How did the people respond to David’s prayer?

9. How do you think David felt about that?

10. What verse might be considered David’s epitaph?  Why?
APPLICATION

· In light of our unfulfilled dreams, what lessons can we learn from David, “A man after God’s own heart?”
· If you were dropping your child off for college and they said, “Dad, what would you like to pass on to me?”  What would you say?
